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The Use of Dreams in Psychoanalytic Psychotherapy

It is well known that Sigmund Freud referred to dreams as “the royal road to the unconscious.” Since
Freud’s seminal work, Die Traumdeutung (The Interpretation of Dreams), was published in 1900, interest
in dream psychology has grown and many studies have been done. The purpose of this paper is thoroughly
practical : to make available to psychotherapists the concepts I have found useful during many years spent
in the clinical study of dreams. The issues taken up in the paper are as follows : (1) significance of dreams
in the human life, (2) significance of dreams in psychotherapy, (3) function of dreams, (4) dream-inducing
factors, (5) some notes on the use of dreams, (6) getting information from clients, (7) some notes on the
meaning of dreams, (8) explanation of the meaning of dreams to clients, (9) therapist-client relationship and
dreams, (10) dreams as indicators of countertransference, (11) therapeutic process and dreams, (12) applica-
bility of dream analysis, (13) meaning of various types of dreams. In the paper, I discuss details of these
issues and attempt to show the therapeutic value of utilizing dreams as fully as possible in the analytic
setting.
