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Teacher Education in the Field of Special Education in
Sri Lanka with a Particular Reference to Foreign Assistance
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The aim of this paper is to describe certain characteristics regarding the teacher education system in the special
education field in developing countries with a particular reference to foreign assistance in Sri Lanka. Sri Lanka is
proud of its high levels of both education and health care, and, relative to other developing nations, the special
education system is already quite developed. There are two kinds of teacher education systems in Sri Lanka: the
traditional system and the alternative system. The traditional system has been a part of the Teacher Training
College near Colombo for two years. The alternative system to train teachers for children with special educational
needs and which has been conducted for short periods in each province, was started about ten years ago. Both
systems were developed with assistance from foreign aid organizations. In addition, a teacher education system
which has been implemented in a school for the deaf was organized by an NGO with assistance from foreign
organizations. Evaluation of the alternative system will be one of the necessary tasks in the future. It has been
determined that teacher education in the field of special education has not caught up with teacher education in
general with the shift from in-service to pre-service training, perhaps because of a lack of awareness among
government policy makers.
