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Language Contact and Language Mutation: on the Contact
between Old English and Old Norse

Abstarct

This paper claims that a “dynamic” perspective to the contact between Old
English and Old Norse should be created instead of the superficial and formalistic
view with which for a long time the history of the English language has been
taught to us. Remember again that language is a living thing with political,
socail, and ethnic elements.

Even what we call “Old Englsh” can be misleading, because there was no such
a monovalent and standardized speech in the 9th- and 10th-century England. Nor
had we ever in the Danelaw district such Viking’s language as used for the Saga
epics. Rather there must have been more chaotic linguistic situations for the two
languages. And we have to bear in mind that we only regard the English dialect in
Wessex as the representative of Old English because of its strong political power
at that time in England.

In order to make a full description of the history of a language, therefore, we
have to face “real” pictures of those days when the language was spoken and writ-
ten, not idealized and formalized ones which are often exploited as some politi-
cally concocted propaganda. And this kind of research concerning language
contact and language mutation needs also to be reinforced with fresh evidence
from the (ancient) dialectology and with the analyses utilizing “pidginization” or
“creolization.”
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
