Old and New Strangers at Colchester in England in 1571

An attempt was made to clarify the characteristics of "Dutch” weavers, who were introduced, since
1565, by Elizabeth’s Grant to England, in order to recover the seriously damaged English wool industry by
establishment of new superior textile products having competitive power against oversea products and to
compare with those of Old Strangers. For this purpose, the lists of strangers obtained originally in Record
of Baptism at "Dutch Church” of Colchester in England in 1571 were analyzed systematically. In the
documents 55 Old Strangers and 130 New Strangers were recorded. Among Old Strangers there was a group
refered to as ”"Note” group, whose duration of stay in England was less than 5 years. This group overlapped
completely with New Strangers in its duration of stay. These were Flemish (not Dutch !) dominant and non
denizens (i.e., aliens). Approximately half of Old Strangers, except "Note” group, was denizens. Degree of
denization seemes independent of duration of stay, if it is longer than 4 yesrs, and of occupations. Five
families in which both husband and wife were strangers (but, of the same nationality) were found in Old
Strangers. Other Old Stranger (majority) came to England without family (unmarried) and were supposed
to have intermarried with English ladies. Fourty eight % of Old Strangers was Flemish. Old Strangers had
11 occupations such as cordwainer, tailor, dyer, carpenter, carrier, brewerer, mariner, physician and painter.
Occupations of Old Strangers, except "Note” groupe, (i.e.,Old Strangers with relatively long duration of
stay) were roughly uniformly distributed. Technology transfer by Old Strangers was judged to be effective
in the field of dyer, tailor, glazier and mariner. All of these occupations were rapidly developing at that
times. In ”Note” group shoe maker (cordwainer) are predominant (72%) and the second place was tailor
(12%). New Strangers were not the group first arrived at Colchester in 1565, but successor. All New
Strangers were accompanied with their families. Average familiy had 0.75 child. Bayes maker occupied 36.
8% and hopplanters 19.5% in New Strangers. Textile craftmen including bayes maker, card maker, wool
comber and weaver are 44.7% in New Strangers. This indicates strongly that New Strangers are a new textile
technology-oriented group from Flanders. We-can explain why there was no sayes maker in New Strangers,
if we consider that English goverment wanted to admit the refugees who could produce new textile products
suitable for export and that after settlement of bayes were exported and sayes were consumed for domestic
use.
