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Abstract

This research is a study on the formation process of Ryukyu kingdom (1429 founded)
tracing back to the 13" century.

As for the history of Nanto (Ryukyu Islands), it is characteristic that a state was formed in
a short period after the long prehistoric age (before the 12" century). In Nanto of the
prehistoric age, the foreign cultural influences always reached south from north. The last
wave of influence dated the 11" through 12" century deeply spread throughout Nanto with
the merchant vessels of Yamato (the Japanese Islands except for the Ryukyu Islands) which
sought green snail Turbo (Lunatica) marmoraus (Linnaeus) produced in Nanto. The Full-
scaled Gusuku appeared in the Okinawa mainland in a short period of the 13" century, and a
living quarter for rulers was build inside the stronghold. In the Gusuku, the rate of usage of
the Chinese ceramics for tableware increased. In the other researches, they have often
looked for that the change may be caused by the influence of the Yamato culture of the 11*
through 12" century. However, if taking this point of view, it is hardly explainable that why it
was not taken place in the Amami Oshima as an important place for the north but in the
Okinawa mainland for the south with less influence.
Taking account of establishing Ryukyu kingdom in the
Okinawa mainland based on the change, it seems that the
indication of the formation process of a kingdom exists in
the 13" century.

The important indication does exist among the Chinese
ceramics. After the end of the 11" through the beginning
of the 12" century, Chinese ceramics brought to Japan
were gathered at Hakata as a main center for trade in
Kyushu in those days and were shipped to other places in
Japan and Nanto. KIN Seiki found out in 1988 through
1991 that there were two types of porcelain: white
porcelain classified in Japan but blue-white porcelain in
China instead, and they have been found at Hakata in a
small number but found in Nanto in a large number. He
called them the Nakijin type and the Birosuku type.
TANAKA Katsuko identified them with the products of
the kilns in the north of Fujian in the 13" through 15®
century; moreover, she already learned in 2004 that these
products may have been brought to Nanto by a direct
contact with China. These two types of porcelain are
outstanding standards to show the change of Nanto in
the 13* century.

This research is an attempt for investigating the
standards in the history of the formation of Ryukyu
kingdom, and the detailed subjects as follows; Fig.1 %tandards °f_ the porcelain

2. Inquire in accordance with
the historical circums-
tances of East Asia
relating to the Ryukyu
Islands dated to the 13*
through 14" century.

Joint research was orga-
nized by twelve Japanese
and Chinese, who are mostly
archaeologists but some of
them are history majored
scholars. We carried out
fieldworks for kilns and
consumer places as well as
related material for four
years.

As a result of discussion,
we have made clear as
follows;

1. The Nakijin type was
produced in the Pukou
kilns of the Fujian province
in the second half of 13®
through the first half of the
14" century, and Birosuku

type was produced in the Min ging yi and Min qing kilns in the second half of the 13®
through the first half of the 15" century.

2. These types were shipped for the areas of East and Southeast Asia, and it is highly possible
that part of the products was directly brought to the Ryukyu Islands.

3. The exchange bloc spreading from Fujian to the Sakishima and Okinawa Islands was
newly formed in the second half of the 13* through the first half of the 14* century. This
exchange bloc having the direction from Fujian to the Okinawa Island by way of the
Sakishima Islands, it is highly possible for the Fuzhou harbor was involved as a base in

China.

As I have already discussed above, it becomes clear that the change took place in the
13" century was deeply involved in the exchange between the area south of Okinawa
Islands and Fujian. It will be the next subject matters what this precisely means and
how this relates to the formation of Ryukyu kingdom.
